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Since agreeing to chair the Youth Services Roundtable this fall | have focused on
developing conference programs, encouraging involvement by rising youth
services professionals in those programs and in KLA itself. | have been soliciting
input from colleagues, asking for their support and will be working to raise

awareness and involvement in the next year.

| have collaborated with Debbe Oberhausen and Evie Topcik to develop
conference programs that meet current needs and will create interest in
conference attendance.
